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Beginning in July of 2006, the Ameri-
can Academy of Pediatrics Breastfeed-
ing Promotion in Physicians Office
Practices Program Phase Ill (BPPOP
1) will launch the pilot-testing of the
Breastfeeding Residency Curriculum,
designed to be multidisciplinary, cul-
turally effective, and compatible with
any residency program. After the re-
ceipt of over 70 applications, 7 inter-
vention and 7 comparison sites were
chosen to participate in this project.
Congratulations to the sites that have
been chosen to participate and thank
you to all of the hospitals and clinics
that applied to be a part of this study.
The incredible response to this re-
guest for applications is a very posi-
tive indication of the future of breast-
feeding education in residency pro-
grams and we are very excited to
make the curriculum available to all
at the conclusion of this study next
year!

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Section on Breastfeeding Lectureship Grants

The Section on Breastfeeding Lead-
ership Team (SOBr LT) has estab-
lished a lectureship grant fund to
encourage the establishment of
breastfeeding educational program-
ming by Section members. It had
been brought to the LT s attention
that many of our Section members
are interested in putting together
educational programs pertaining to
breastfeeding and lactation manage-
ment and that start-up funds are
not always readily available. To ease
this strain and offer an additional
member benefit, the LT decided to
make available up to $1,000 for up
to three qualified lectureship pro-
grams developed by SOBr members
to educate pediatricians on breast-
feeding. Any state educational activ-
ity targeting pediatricians may qual-
ify for funding. Two of these grants
were recently awarded to Larry No-
ble, MD Bronx, New York and Pam
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Shaw, MD Kansas City, Kansas.

This initiative grows out of recogni-
tion on the part of the Academy that
breastfeeding support begins with
education at the local level. As lead-
ers in child health care, pediatri-
cians must be adequately equipped
with a sound knowledge base in or-
der to effectively meet the breast-
feeding needs of the families they
serve. The LT encourages you to
consider starting an educational
program that will help your fellow
pediatricians put the principles of
breastfeeding management into
practice. Although the funds for lec-
tureship grants for this year have
been exhausted, the LT plans to of-
fer this opportunity each year. SOBr
members will be notified when the
next cycle of applications will be
accepted.
