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One of the Academy�s primary goals is advocacy for children, 
youth and pediatricians.  We need AAP members to contact their 
members of Congress when child health issues are being drafted into 
federal legislation, debated and voted upon. 

The AAP Washington Office is your connection to the administration 
and Congress.  We have resources, training and staff assistance to help 
you in your federal advocacy efforts. 
We have an online Web area that enables you to look up the names and 
contact information for your members of Congress, to send pre-formatted 
letters via email to your federal legislators and to look up information about 
AAP-backed bills.  Go to:  http://www.aap.org/moc and click on �Federal 
Affairs�. 

What�s FAAN? 
The Federal Advocacy Action Network (FAAN) is a quick and easy 

way to get involved in an AAP federal legislative issue.  You don�t even 
have to sign up.  You will automatically receive FAAN email alerts if the 
Academy already has an email address for you in its member database.  
As of March 2007, FAAN email alerts are sent to approximately 53,000 of its 
60,000 members.  The AAP Washington Office uses FAAN alerts when the 
issue affects a large number of pediatricians and/or volume counts (i.e. we 
need to overwhelm Congress with calls and emails to inform a vote).  AAP 
members may only get 2 or 3 FAAN email alerts in a given year, but they 
are urgent, action-oriented and usually deal with an issue that impacts a 
large number of our membership, like Medicaid or the State Children�s 
Health Insurance Program (SCHIP).  In 2007, we anticipate SCHIP 
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WHAT�S THE KEY CONTACT PROGRAM? 
If you want to do more federal advocacy than responding to the 

FAAN alerts, we encourage pediatricians to join the AAP Key Contact 
program (yes, this program you need to proactively sign up). Key Contacts 
have an interest in developing a stronger working relationship with their 
congressional delegation, and usually work on several AAP legislative issues.  
Key Contacts are contacted on a regular basis (approximately once a month 
when Congress is in session).  Key contacts receive all the latest information 
and news, advocacy tips and tools, suggestions for improving relationships 
with members of Congress and more sophisticated advocacy assignments, 
such as media work and congressional visits (all with help from AAP staff).

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The $50 billion in funding pledged by the U.S. Congress for child 
health coverage is in peril.  In the next few weeks, the U.S. Senate will 
debate the fate of the State Children's Health Insurance Program (SCHIP). 
Your senators need to hear from you.  

Funding at the $50 billion level will allow millions of eligible children 
to receive health care coverage. This amount of funding will help us reach 
at least half of the uninsured children in the United States. The problem is 
timing � without quick action, SCHIP legislation is in danger. Please urge 
your senators to move this legislation through the Senate as soon as 
possible. 

The AAP has created the slogan a �FAIR Plan� to reiterate the key 
issues that need to be addressed in the reauthorization of SCHIP.  They are:  

� Fully fund the program  - $50 billion is crucial (and not much for the 
U.S. government given that it is over 5 years!!!) 

� Act Now � it must be reauthorized before September or else 
coverage for existing contracts will be lost as well. 

� Improve payment � to make it economically feasible for all 
pediatricians to see children on SCHIP programs, and therefore 
improve access to care for patients.  

� Reach Eligible Children � 3 million of our nations 9 million uninsured 
children meet eligibility requirements for existing programs.   We 
urge congress to make access to enrollment easy and ubiquitous. 

� Promote quality � our efforts would be for naught if quality were 
compromised to increase numbers covered. 

 
Renewing and fully funding SCHIP is the Academy's number one 

legislative priority in 2007. Congress must renew SCHIP before it expires on 
Sept. 30, 2007.
