The State Children’s Health Insurance Program (SCHIP),
enacted in 1997, provides health insurance coverage to 6
million children every year. Medicaid, the largest children’s
health program in the country, provides health insurance to 28
million low-income children in the United States. Both
Medicaid and SCHIP have reduced the uninsured rate of low-

and easy way to get involved in an AAP federal legislative
issue.
