In addition to working on 
advocacy, the Resident 
Section provides a forum for 
issues dealing with residency 
and fellowship training.  
Numerous grants, 
scholarships, and awards 
(explained in detail on the 
section website and in this 
newsletter) are available to 
members of the Resident 
Section 
 
Our Section is governed by an 
Executive Committee 
comprised of two resident 
representatives from each of 
the AAP’s ten geographic 
districts.   
 
Your district, District IV,  
(consists of Kentucky, North 
Carolina, S. Carolina, 
Tennessee and Virginia), is 
represented by Amy Jost, 
MD, from UNC Chapel Hill, 
and Janelle Plummer, MD, 
from Charlotte, NC.  The 
Section leadership is your voice to the AAP Board of 
Directors, as Executive Committee members attend 
various Board meetings throughout the year.   
 
The Resident Section is sought out by many Academy 
higher-ups who want to be resident advocates, and who 
want our opinions on many facets of what takes place in 
the AAP! 

Update from the District IV Annual 
Meeting 

 
The District IV Annual Meeting was held in Charleston, 
South Carolina, June 28 – July 1, 2007 in conjunction 
with the District II Annual Meeting. The meeting began 
with Dr. Berkelhamer’s AAP President’s Report in 
which he discussed the Academy’s strategic plan. Also 

candidates for president-elect 
David Tayloe, Jr. MD (who 
happens to be from District 
IV!) and James Shira, MD 
were introduced.  Each 
candidate gave a presentation 
that was followed by a 
question and answer session 
afterwards.  A presentation on 
how to work with the media 
was given, and District II and 
IV CATCH activities were 
highlighted. There was also a 
panel discussion on how to 
finance the ‘new morbidities,’ 
which include obesity, mental 
health, and oral health.  
 
One of the key issues 
discussed during the District 
IV meeting was how to 
continue to encourage resident 
and young physician 
involvement in the AAP.  
Suggestions included directly 
involving residents in 
advocacy projects and 

possibly waiving dues for residents interested in joining 
special interest sections within the AAP.  
There was also discussion on what District IV Chapters 
are currently doing to involve residents. These activities 
include career day, young physician breakfasts, and 
encouraging resident CATCH involvement. The District 
IV leadership is very excited about resident and young 
physician involvement in the AAP and hope that you 
will become an active member!
