The Section on Residents 
strives to give residents a voice in all aspects of the Academy.  
There are two representatives in each of the Academy’s ten 
geographic districts: the District Coordinator and Assistant District 
Coordinator.  If you are receiving this newsletter, you are located in 
District VIII, which is the largest geographic district in the AAP.  Each 
district is then divided into chapters, which are typically determined 
by state borders. 

 

Each pediatric residency program should also have their own delegate that attends the national 
convention and communicates throughout the year to the other members of their residency.

child health initiatives.  Grants of up to $3,000 are awarded twice each year on a 
competitive basis for pediatric residents to address the needs of children in their communities.  CATCH 
Resident Funds grant projects must include planning activities and also may include some implementation 
activities.  Priority will be given to projects serving communities with the greatest demonstrated health 
care access needs and health disparities. Strong collaborative community partnerships and future 
sustainability of the project are encouraged.  The grant cycle starts November 1, 2006, with an application 
deadline of January 31, 2007.

"Parental Rules and Monitoring of Children’s Movie Viewing Associated With Children’s Risk for Smoking 
and Drinking." Parental rules and monitoring of children’s movie viewing may have a protective influence 
on children’s risk for smoking and drinking, over and above parental monitoring of nonmedia-related 
behavior.  Results indicated that children were at lowest risk of smoking and drinking if their parents 
prohibited them from watching R-rated movies.   Similar to this article is an ongoing campaign against 
smoking in the movies.  You can read more online at: http://www.smokefreemovies.ucsf.edu.  (This year�s 
NCE in Atlanta showed one of the videos, which was great and may be useful for parents, residents, 
adolescents interested in advocacy, or waiting rooms. 
 

"An Effective Nonchemical Treatment for Head Lice." This study determined that one 30-minute 
application of hot air can eradicate head lice infestations.  Of six different treatment methods tested, the 
most successful was a custom-built machine called the LouseBuster.  The result was a nearly 100% mortality 
of eggs and 80% mortality of hatched lice. 
 

"Menstruation in Adolescents: Using the Menstrual Cycle as a Vital Sign."  This new Clinical Report aims to 
help clinicians educate adolescents and their parents about what to expect of a first period, including 
average cycle length and timing of subsequent periods.   The report from the American Academy of 
Pediatrics and the American College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists, also says that once an 
adolescent begins menstruating, her cycle should be assessed as a vital sign since it can be an indicator 
of other possible medical problems.
